Join anaturalist on awalking tour at the South Tufaareato
learn about the ecology, geology, and natural and human history of the Mono Basin. The walking tours are an
excellent introduction to Mono Lake. Thewalk isapproximately 1 milelong on easy terrain and lasts about
an hour. Meet at the South Tufaparking lot at 10:00am, 1:00pm, and 6:00pv daily during the summer months.
There isno charge for the walk, but a $3 per person feeisrequired to enter the South Tufaarea. No reserva-

tions are necessary.

Committee staff can also suggest good birding areas around the basin so come in, check out
our recent sightings board, and find out good spots to go during any season!
